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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err in dismissing plaintiffs’ complaint under Civ.R. 12(B)(6) due to the lack of a justiciable controversy: the plaintiffs’ sought a declaratory judgment concerning the constitutionality of noise-regulation ordinances, but their complaint did not allege that they had been subject to any adverse conduct by the defendants in connection with the ordinances, nor did plaintiffs’ complaint allege that any of their activities violated the ordinances.
