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SUMMARY:

In a foreclosure action, the trial court did not err in determining that a mortgage on the subject property had priority over the defendant’s dower interest in the property where the mortgage had been granted to the plaintiff credit union approximately six years before the defendant’s husband had inherited the property and the defendant had received a corresponding dower interest.
