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SUMMARY:

The trial court erred in overruling defendant’s motion to suppress evidence obtained during a warrantless search of his bedroom after probation officers entered the home he shared with a probationer, searched his bedroom, and found cocaine, where the state failed to prove that the probationer had joint access or control over the bedroom, such that the probationer had common authority or apparent authority over the bedroom to consent to the search.
