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SUMMARY:

The juvenile court did not err in adopting the magistrate’s decision granting permanent custody of three children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where the decision was supported by sufficient evidence and was not against the manifest weight of the evidence. 

The juvenile court did not err in adopting the magistrate’s decision granting permanent custody of three children to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where the children’s mother admitted that she failed to complete the substance-abuse treatment, failed to submit to toxicology screenings, failed to complete other parts of the reunification case plan, had not been able to advance beyond the most restrictive level of supervised visitation with the children, and was unable to provide stable housing for the children. 
After her daughter’s rights to the permanent custody of her three children had been terminated, the juvenile court did not abuse its broad discretion in denying the custody motion of the children’s grandmother where the grandmother continued to deny the substantial medical and testimonial evidence that physical and sexual abuse had taken place in her home while the children were staying there, and she admitted that she had no safety plan in place to prevent subsequent abuse if the children were to be returned to her care.
