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SUMMARY:

Where there was no evidence that a liquor permit holder or an employee of the liquor permit holder had knowingly sold an alcoholic beverage to a patron who, after leaving the liquor holder’s premises, drove in an intoxicated condition and caused the death of another, and where there was no evidence that, even if an alcoholic beverage had been sold to the patron, the liquor permit holder or an employee had done so with actual knowledge that the patron was noticeably intoxicated, the trial court did not err in granting summary judgment to the defendant liquor permit holder on the plaintiff’s wrongful-death dram-shop-liability action.
