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SUMMARY:





The trial court’s denial of a motion to intervene to set aside an order confirming an arbitration award was a final appealable order under R.C. 2505.02(B)(2), because it was entered in a special proceeding and it affected a substantial right when it constituted the sole means available to secure the rights sought by the intervenors.




The trial court did not err by denying a motion to intervene to set aside the judgment in an action confirming an arbitration award, because the proposed intervenors did not accompany their motion with a pleading as required by Civ.R. 24(C).
