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SUMMARY:




The trial court erred in allowing the claimant to participate in the workers’ compensation fund for three conditions, because the claimant’s expert was unable to say whether the conditions were directly caused by or substantially aggravated by the workplace accident, and the record lacked objective medical evidence of the type required to recover under a substantial-aggravation theory. [But see DISSENT:  The trial court’s decision allowing the claimant to participate in the workers’ compensation fund for substantial aggravation of two conditions was not against the manifest weight of the evidence where the claimant’s medical expert testified that the claimant’s subjective complaints of pain were supported by objective test results from a post-accident MRI and CT scan.]
