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SUMMARY:

In an action for breach of a nonsolicitation provision brought by a software- and digital-design firm against a corporation after four of the design firm’s employees left to start a competing business, taking the corporation with them as a client, the trial court properly granted summary judgment in favor of the corporation where the plain language of the contract did not prohibit the corporation from hiring another business to perform work.   
In an action for tortious interference with an at-will employment relationship brought by a software- and digital-design firm against an outside corporation that had hired a company formed by four former employees of the design firm, the trial court properly granted summary judgment in favor of the outside corporation because the corporation’s conduct did not rise to the level of improper interference.
