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SUMMARY:

Where, in support of its Civ.R. 60(B) motion for relief from a default judgment, the defendant company submitted the affidavit of its owner that generally denied the allegations of the complaint but failed to specifically allege operative facts that would support a meritorious defense, the trial court abused its discretion in granting the defendant company relief from the default judgment.
