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SUMMARY:



The trial court had jurisdiction to grant a default judgment to the plaintiff even though the defendant was referred to by a trade name in the caption of the complaint, because R.C. 1329.10(C) allows suit to be brought against a fictitious party and because the plaintiff named the proper party in the body of the complaint and the substance of the complaint is controlling.




The default judgment was not void for lack of jurisdiction where the plaintiff served the defendant’s statutory agent as required by Civ.R. 4.2(F).




The trial court erred in denying the defendant’s Civ.R. 60(B) motion for relief from judgment, because the defendant demonstrated excusable neglect where the defendant’s statutory agent failed to forward the complaint to the defendant, the motion was timely filed, and the defendant set forth operative facts showing a meritorious defense.
