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SUMMARY:

The trial court did not err when it granted summary judgment to the defendants, a corporation and two of its officers, on the plaintiff’s breach-of-fiduciary-duty and civil-conspiracy claims, because the claims were shareholder-derivative claims that could not be brought by a nonshareholder.
The trial court did not err when it granted summary judgment to the defendants on the plaintiff’s claim for a violation of R.C. 1701.93, because the plaintiff presented no evidence that an officer, director, or the corporation had issued, with the intent to deceive, false documents knowing them to be false.
