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SUMMARY:

Where the legislation challenged under the “single-subject” rule had been repealed or replaced after the lawsuit was filed, the issue is moot and will not be addressed on appeal. 
The trial court exceeded its authority when it struck as unconstitutional provisions of a bill that plaintiff had not challenged, because there was no justiciable controversy before the court concerning those provisions.
