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SUMMARY:

The trial court’s order purporting to classify defendant as a Tier I sex offender under Ohio’s version of the Adam Walsh Act was not final and appealable, because it did not meet the requirement that the judgment of conviction must be a single document that includes the fact of conviction, the sentence, the judge’s signature, and the time stamp; therefore, defendant’s appeal from that order must be dismissed.
