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SUMMARY:



Where the trial court in a bench trial erroneously stated that defendant had the burden to prove his alibi by a preponderance of the evidence, the court did not commit plain error and defendant’s conviction will not be reversed, because no manifest miscarriage of justice occurred given the strength of the state’s case and the weakness of the alibi evidence.
