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SUMMARY:
Two local businesses were not entitled to a writ of mandamus to compel the city to maintain and repair two streets within the city boundary, and compensate the businesses for erosion-damage to their property as a result of the city’s failure to maintain the streets, where the streets were never dedicated to the public by statute or through common law and were therefore not public streets that the city was required to maintain and repair.
