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SUMMARY:





 The trial court erred by granting summary judgment for a moving company on a consumer’s Consumer Sales Practices Act claim, because a genuine issue of material fact existed regarding whether the mover violated the deceptive acts or practices provision of the CSPA, when the mover represented to the consumer, before the consumer paid for the services related to a move of a fountain, that it would pay to repair the fountain that was damaged by the mover’s employees during the move, and then later refused to pay for the repair after it learned it lacked insurance coverage for the repair.
