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SUMMARY:



The common pleas court properly dismissed the postconviction petition without an evidentiary hearing:  the postconviction statutes did not confer jurisdiction to entertain petitioner’s ineffective-counsel claim, because the claim did not satisfy the R.C. 2953.21(A)(2) time restrictions or the R.C. 2953.23 jurisdictional requirements for entertaining a late postconviction claim; and the claim, even if demonstrated, would not have rendered the convictions void.
