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SUMMARY:

The trial court erred in classifying defendant as a sexual predator under former R.C. Chapter 2950, Megan’s Law, without first giving him proper notice of his sexual-offender-classification hearing pursuant to former R.C. 2950.09(B)(2); therefore, the trial court’s judgment classifying defendant as a sexual predator must be vacated and the cause remanded for a new sexual-offender-classification hearing.
