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SUMMARY:

In a medical-malpractice case, the trial court did not err in granting judgment on the pleadings in favor of the medical defendants where the savings statute was not properly invoked by the plaintiffs; the savings statute can be used only once to refile a case beyond the expiration of the medical malpractice statute of repose.
