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SUMMARY:

In a divorce proceeding, the domestic-relations court’s valuation of the husband’s business property was not against the manifest weight of the evidence, and the court did not otherwise abuse its discretion in dividing the parties’ marital property where the court chose to value husband’s business property in reliance on an expert appraisal submitted by the wife, instead of husband’s expert: the domestic-relations court was entitled to afford more weight to wife’s appraiser than husband’s given that wife’s appraiser had been jointly hired by the parties.
