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SUMMARY:





In a prosecution for the weapons offense set forth in R.C. 2923.12(B)(4), the operability of the firearm, as contemplated in R.C. 2923.11(B), may be established by circumstantial evidence, including evidence that the owner kept the firearm, a fully loaded handgun, in his pants pocket and had a license to carry it concealed.
