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SUMMARY:

Father lacked standing to appeal the trial court’s order granting permanent custody of his child to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services and denying a relative’s custody petition where father did not challenge the termination of his parental rights and the relative did not appeal the denial of her custody petition.  
The trial court’s judgment granting the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services’ motion to modify temporary custody to permanent custody was supported by the sufficiency and weight of the evidence.
