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SUMMARY:


The trial court did not abuse its discretion in failing to hold a hearing prior to confirming the sheriff’s sale of the defendants-mortgagors’ property.  
On appeal from the confirmation of a judicial sale, the appellate court is limited to determining whether the sale was conducted in accordance with R.C. Chapter 2329.
The trial court did not abuse its discretion in confirming the judicial sale of the defendants-mortgagors’ property where defendants-mortgagors failed to allege any procedural errors within the sheriff’s sale or the confirmation order.
