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SUMMARY:


The domestic relations court’s order adopting the magistrate’s finding of contempt, which was filed in the same entry as the magistrate’s decision, was a final order from which defendant could have appealed.
The domestic relations court’s order denying defendant’s motion for reconsideration was a nullity, and therefore, it was not a final, appealable order.
