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SUMMARY:





The juvenile court did not err in awarding permanent custody of the child to the Hamilton County Department of Job and Family Services where the record demonstrated that the juvenile court considered the appropriate statutory factors and the evidence supported the court’s decision, including evidence of mother’s inability to care for herself and avoid domestically-violent relationships, evidence of father’s lack of involvement and refusal to stop using drugs and follow his case plan, and the child’s need for a stable and secure placement.
